Created in reference to the famous and mysterious privateer from the Médoc 
region, this wine also pays tribute to his namesake, Jean Laffitte, who founded 
Château Laffitte Carcasset in 1781. Situated in the heart of Saint-Estèphe, Jean 
Laffitte named the estate after himself before passing it on to his children. His 
story blurred after the French Revolution but the family held on to certain 
investments in Saint Domingue… "The Corsair" cuvée is essentially inspired by 
these historical events.

Red Blend : 40 % Cabernet sauvignon, Merlot 60%  

Terroir : Garonne gravel soil, subsoil clayey limestone  

Harvest :  23st september – 5th october 2019  

Vinification :  Fermentation in stainless-steel vats 

          Slow and gentle extraction. 

Alcohol : 13.5 %       

Aging :  12 months partly in oak barrels.  

Tasting : The wine develops black fruit aromas, with nice notes of blackberry and 

cherry. Pleasant tannins in the mouth, the wine is well balanced, supple and 

round. It is a pleasure wine, fruity and easy-to-drink in its youth.
